Wiring
Installing and Wiring (continued)

Field checks
1.	� Select preferred TFI by 1) leave jumper 

in for 45 seconds or 2) remove jumper for 
15 seconds. IMPORTANT: TFI change 
occurs on next call for heat.

2.	 �Safety timing (TFI) test – Remove one 
CAD cell wire (F-F). Start burner. The 
control should lockout within the TFI time 
limit. Replace CAD cell wire.

3.	 �Flame failure test – Start burner. After 
flame is established (after TFI period), 
close the oil supply hand valve. This will 
cause a flame failure sequence as de-
scribed in the Startup & Operation section 
of this data sheet. Under recycle, please 
read “Smart Ignition” on page 4.

4.	� If control does not operate as described, 
check the wiring.
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
